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The Eightieth's First Revie\v 
Five Years Ago; this Month, the Blue Ridge Division Executed its 

First "Eyes Right" as a Division for Secretary of War Baker 

!r,;:~~~E feel quite safe in vvagering that 
not more than a scant fifty per­
cent. of its former personnel to­
day can voluntarily recall the cir­
cumstances relating to the first 
formal review of the Eightieth 

Division, yet at the time of its occurrence 
that event marked a red-letter day in the 
career of the Division. Thrice during th e 
twenty-one months of its existence as a 
major unit of the American army, did the 
Eightieth "doll up" and execute "Eyes 
Right!" for the edification of High Com­
mand. 

The 'first of these occasions, with which 
we are about to concern ourselves, took 
place at Camp Lee on December 4, 1917, 
in connection with the visit of Secretary 
of \iVar Baker; the second-and final-review 
in the States-was staged at Camp Lee 
four months later, on March 30, 1918, as a 
prelude to the Division's approaching de­
parture Overseas; and the third-and only 
Teview of the Eightieth in France took place 
near the little village of Pimelles (Dept. 
of Yonne), on March 26, 1919, on the occa­
sion of th e vi sit of the Commander-in­
Chief. 

Secreta ry of \iVar, Newton D. Baker 
paid his initial visit to Camp Lee on Wed­
nesday afternoon, December, accompanied 
by :Major General Biddle, and the first Di­
visional review of the Eightieth was held 
simultaneously with his arrival. The Sec­
t·etary of \iVar, due to the train which bore 
him to Petersburg being later, did not 
reach the cantonment until shortly before 
3 o'clock, coming direct from Camp Jack· 
son, Columbia, S. C. He and Major Gen­
eral Biddle were met at the Petersburg 
station by Brigadier General Brett, then 
in command of Camp Lee in the absence 
of Major General Cronkhite in Europe, 
and his staff, composed of Lieutenant­
Colonel \ ill aldron, chief of , taff, Ylaj or 
Lynch, assistant chief of staff, and Cap­
tains Dobie and Terry, aides. 

A large gathering of the curious had con­
gregated about the Norfolk and \iVestern 
station in· anticipation of Secretary Ba­
ker's arrival, and the military police were 
busily engaged in keeping them back from 
the official automobiles . The distinguished 
party proceeded through the streets of P et­
ersburg and then via the concrete road to 
Camp Lee. During the short trip the 'vVar 
Secretary was particularly interested in the 
numerous disabled "jitneys" which at that 
time lined the road, and evinced some in­
teres t, too, in the able ones, which flew by

Exactly at 2:30 o'clock, the line of auto­
mobiles carrying the- visitors and escort, 
the first of which was the car of General 
Brett, bearing the Secretary of \iVar, came 
into view of Division Headquarters. As 
th e automobile approached, an officer 
rushed up to Major Sweeney, saluted, and 
said: "Sir, the Brigadier General's car ap­
proaches," whereupon l\1ajor Sweeney 
ca lled the Battalion smartly to "attention" 
as the machines swept up the road to Head­
quarters. 

Just as Secretary Baker and General 
Biddle descended from the car, the sound 
of exploding grenades was carried over 
the camp, as in salute. Introductions fol­
lowed and then the Secretary of War 
stood smiling as moving-picture men 
worked industriously. For several min ­
utes, while officers were being presented to 
Mr. Baket·, the camera-men kept busy. 
Later, th ey took up positions on the pa·rade 
gronnd, where they filmed the first review 

of the Division and the distinguished re­
viewing party. In the meantime, the Sec· 
retary of 'vVar and General Biddle, accom­
panied by General 'Brett and staff, entered 
Division Headquarters, where the party of 
military officials conferred for a short time 
behind closed doors. 

During the interval extensive prepara­
tions had been made for the troops of the 
Division to pass in review on .the 319th 
Infantry drill grounds. From every.section 
of the outlying extremities of the great 
cantonment could be heard the strains of 
martial music as the troops quartered in 
those areas marched toward the parade 
ground for the premier review and in­
spection of the entire Division. 

Ten minutes after Secretary Baker's 
arrivar in camp, he was escorted by Gen­
eral Brett and staff to the drill field, where 
the party took their places. The band of 
the 3.19th J n fan try broke into music and 
the review was on. Approximately 30,000 
men marched before the Secretary of \iVar 
and his group, which included Major J. 
K. Dunlop, of the British Army, and Cap­
tain Toujon, of the French Army, who 
shortly previous had arrived at Camp Lee 
to assist in the combat instruction pf the 
troops. 

No sight more impressive was ever wit­
nessed at Camp Lee. Before the order 
was given for the Division to move, th e 
troops spread out over the drill-fields as 
far as eyes could see, one great body of 
man power. It presented an inspiring 
spectacle as the men moved forward in 
undulating lines, each being sharply out­
lined in silhouette as they came to a crtst 
on the parade grounds, from which they 
descended in rythmic waves, swinging in 
brisk milita ry manner before the review· 
ing party. 

Every command in the Eightieth Divi­
sion, with the exception of the 317th In­
fantry, which was prevented from appear­
ing on account of a measles quarantine, 
marched before Secretary Baker. They 
appeared as completely equipped as army 
regulations required at that time, although 
none of the heavy field pieces of the Artil­
lery Brigade were brought out. As the first 
troops passed, with bayonets glistening in 
the bright afternoon sun, which made the 
day ideal for a military parade, the Sec­
retary of \,Y ar nodded his head in approval. 

General Brett's brigade, the 160th, was 
the first to pass in review, with the 319th 
Infantry, commanded by Colonel F .. S.

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Campaign To Restore The Library At 
Lou vain 

Is Meeting with Hearty Co-operation in Every Section of the Country 
A Brief Outline of the Committee's Work 

lr==="==il E N EW AL of the campaign for 
$1,000,000 for restoration of the 
Library of Louvain University, 
Belgium, has a roused wid espread 
interest among patriotic organiza­
tions of th e United States. A n 

intensive campaign for America's war me-
morial in Belgium no\v is being ca rried on 
in th e A tlantic and New England states, 
continuing until January 1, 1923. Later the 
campaign will be ca rried on in all th e other 
states of the Union. Plans are being made 
fo r participation of a ll pa triotic o rganiza­
t ions, library associati ons and students in 
the campaign. 

The original commi ttee \\'as formed soon 
a fter the invading army destroyed the uni­
versity library, in 1914, \\'hen there was 
g reat feeling because of the destru cti on of 
the famous old library with its collection 
of thousand s of ra re volumes. 

\Vhii ney \Varren, th e eminent A merican 
a rchitect, has designed a structure in th e 
Flemi sh style which will stand in the Place 
du P euple in Louvain, th e most prominent 
squ are in th e city. It will be a collon­
nadecl bui lding tq contain stacks for 2,000,-
000 Yolumes and reading rooms to seat 
2,000 persons. Th'e building will be sur­
rounded by a carillon with a chime of fifty 
bells, which will ring out the nation al 

.anthems of the different alli ed nati ons once 
a clay. 

N a tionally known 111en of the United 
Sta tes and Europe have endorsed the ef­
fort for the restoration o f th e Libra ry, 
believing it will constitute not a mere idle 
monument but a fitting memorial to th e 
soldier dead th at will be an aid to Belgium 
in assuring to her futur e generations qual­
ities as staunch as those her people ex­
hibited during th e invasion in 1914. 

H anford MacNider, commander o f the 
American Legion, was one of th e fi rst to 

' express hi s interest in the campaign. H e 
wrote to the American Committee for R es­
torat ion of Louvain Univer sity : 

"Every .man who se rved with our colors 
in the great w~r not only is i~ entire sym­
pathy with any encouragement that may 
be given to Belgium in her difficult task 
of rehabili tation, but is grateful that such 
a splendid undertaking a s the restoration 
o f the Library of the University of Louvain 
is actually under way as an American pro­
ject. 

"Th e debt that the whole civi lized world 
owes to Belgium can never be repaid. If 
in this way the United States can show 

some lit t le appreciation of Belgium's great 
sacrifices for us a ll , it will be ind eed worth 
ll'hil e. It is especially inspiring to ha,·e 
that effo rt take the form \\·hich the .'l.mer­
ican Committee has outlined."

A s time goes on the bond of affection be­
tween of-ficer and citizen soldier, whom it 
was the officer's privi lege and duty to train 
and fight, grows stronger. There is no 
amount of agitation in Congres·s or else­
where that can destroy it or create a real 
prejudice between the officer and soldiel'.

A Matter of Imagination

S
OMEONE has truly written '"You 
are what you th ink you a re," wh ich 
statement easily a lte red by substi­

tuting " imagine" for "think," would still 
hold good in all its ra millcations. Imagi­
nation alter s both self and circum stan ces. 
\ Vhile many instances ca n be cited w here 
a too vivid imagination has functioned with 
disastrous effect, it is nevertheless just as 
certain that a fair quo ta of that quali ty is 
often sufficient-indispensable, in fact-to 
carry the mind through some ne rve-rack­
ing ordeal and br idge it across an immi nent 
peril. 

In the face of danger, imagination is dis­
posed to camouflage :-sometimes its posses­
sor is lulled into 'a fa lse, decepti ve sense 
of security, and ostrich- like, buries his head 
in the sand. But j ust such a fa nciful fl igh t 
wi ll enable one to "carry on" in situations 
where stark terror would beset the un­
imaginative person endowed with even the 
minimum instinct and mentality necessary 
to scent and appreciate g ra vc danger. T here 
comes to mind an example of t his taken 
from the late vVo rld vVar, wherein the 
writer enacted a leading, though unde­
sirable role. 

It was in the month of September, 1918, 
shortly after St. Mihiel had been triumph­
antly relegated to History's graphic pen, 
when all a·vailable American troops were 
being pushed to the front to participate 
in the first phase of the great Meuse-Ar­
gonne Offensive. Our regiment was strung 
out along ·the dark road leading into the 
little town of Germonville, which was des­
ti ned to be the "jumping-off place" that 
memorable morning of the twen ty-sixth . 
Troops and transport wended their weary 
way th rough dust a·nd mud, with the old, 
unanswered query at tongues' tip,-"\.Yhere 
do we go f rom here?" On. and on we 
trudged, dead ti red, yet dimly conscious 
that we had traversed many kilometres, 
when suddenly a battered post revealed 

the name "'Fromerville," and enabled us 
to identify another mass of ruins once a 
Yi llage, so simil ar to other sights of deso­
lation in evidence along our way. 

Two of us had been detailed to accom­
pany and guard a small mule-d rawn wagon 
containi ng medical equipment which was to 
be u ti lized only too soon, and we were 
hardly a·breast of the fi rst cluster of stone 
wall s, fo rmerly a proud chateau, when 
the boom of a distant gun was heard, and 
a shell struck one of our rolling k itchens. 
Another a nd another came, and in the con­
fns ion that fo llowed, some tactless officer 
gave an order to halt the procession. \ Ve 
crouched low beside the wall s unt i 1 the 
shell ing subsided, and when th e command 
was given to resume march, we again 
sought our ·wagon and clung tenaciously 
to its rear. But the danger was not oYer ; 
more Ge rm an missi les continued to scream 
and crash into ou r mi dst, taking a most 
lamentable toll of dead and wounded. 
After that we did not even hesitate, but 
dashed mad ly out of the frightful place. On 
the little wagon we imagined ourse lves to 
be comparati1·ely safe. To be certain, as 
we swung our 'bodies, then perceptibly 
sh runken, under the rea r end between the 
wheels, we rea lized that we were not ex­
act ly immun e to a direct hit from a shell,

ExPLANATION: 

I. GENERAL REMARKS-Attention JS m­
vited to the foregoing suggestions for an 
Indices designed to govern the organiza­
tion of a "History of the Eightieth Divi­
sion." The outline is based upon "Tables 
of Cont ents" of a selected group of ex­
istant Divisional histories-revised and 

supplemented, howeve1·, in numerous de­
tails and wherever considered necessary to 
con fo rm with th e requirements of the con­
templated volume. 

In submitting these tables it is assum ed 
that a history of from 400 to 500 pages is 
intended, and it is believed that their scope 
and character are sufficiently compre­
hensive to satisfy approximately all prac­
ticable purposes. In the event a less ex­
tensive volume is des ired, it will be found 
possibl e to retain the principle of the ar­
rangement, through contraction of subject 
matter and the elimination of certain fea­
tures of the suggested "Append.ices." Cri t­
icism and remarks are invited. 

II. DIVISION oF CoNTENTs-With the· ob­
ject of intr.oducing an orderly, logical 
scheme of organization, for the dual pur­
pose of simplifying the task of the com­
pilers and enhancing the value of the volume 
as a work of convenient r eference, the out­
line ha s been arranged in six distinct sec­
t ions. Five of these divisions are based upon 
specific phases of the 80th's service while 
a uni t of the United States Army, viz.: 
"Part !-Organization and Training ;" 
"P art II-Battle Preparations with the Bri t­
ish;" "Part III-With the American First 
Army;" "Part IV-The :Meuse-Argonne 
Offensive ;" and "Part V-From Duty to 
Demobilization." The sixth, and final, sec­
tion embraces the "Appendices" and con­
templates the inclusion of all matter not 
pertinent to the main narrative. While the 
captions chosen fo r P arts I to V, inclusive, 
a re merely suggestive, it is believed that 
it will be fo und desirable to ut ilize a head­
ing reasonably descriptive of the phase or 
period under di scussion. 

III. CHAPTERS AND TITLES-Captions for a 
series of thirty-two ( 32) chapters of nar­
rative history are suggested in the accom­
panying tables. These a re di st ributed as 
follows: Part !-three chapters; Part II­
three chapters; Part III-:-three chapters; 
Part TV-seventeen chapters; Part V-six 
chapters. No limitations have been set upon 
their length, since thi s is a matter to be 
regulated by th e relative importance of the 
topics treated and by the volume of ma­
terial avai lable. An effort has been made, 
however, to di stribute the several chapters 
in such a manner as to permit of a fairly 
uniform length. 

It should be observed that provision is 
made under Part IV, "The Meuse-Argonn e 
Offensive," for seventeen of the total of 
thirty-three chapters, as commensurate with 
the measure of importance attached to the

SERVICE: S. 4167, was intro­
duced in the Senate to extend retirement 
benefits to certain employes in the Pan­
ama Canal Zone, and H. R. 13415 was in­
troduced in the House to amend the Civil 
Service Retirement law. 

DISABLED ~vJEN : S. 4142 was introducerJ 
in the Senate by Senator Brookhart, and 
H. R. 13298 was introduced in the House 

by R epresentative Royal C. Johnson, to 
amend the 'vVar Ri sk· Insurance Act and 
the Rehabilitation Act, so as to extend all 
provisions of these laws to all disabled 
Ycterans of all wars of the United States 
ai1d their dependents. 

H. R •13405 was introduced to grant re­
lief to vocational trainees \vho suffer an 
additional injury while pursuing voca­
tional training. 

H . R. 13407 was introduced to direct 
the Director of the U. S .. Veterans' Bureau 
to reinstate policies of neuro-psychiatric 
cases who have no guardians duly ap­
pointed by law. 

AMERICAN LEGION : R ep resentative Royal 
C. Johnson read into the R ecord the reso­
lutions adopted by the New Orleans Con­
vention of the Legion, including the ad­
dress of ] udge Kenesaw Mountain Landis 
on Adjusted Compensation .

H . R. 13350, to provide promotion on 
the retired list of certain officers who had 
been deprived of promotion by t he Act of 
June 20, 1922. 

H. R. 13418, to provide retirement for 
en listed men. 

NAVAL AFFAIRS: Secretary of the Navy 
Denby invited Congressmen to witness the 
tactical exercises of the United States Fleet 
·March 12th to 23rd, 1923. 

H. R. 238, to provide additional aircraft 
to the Navy, was reported by the Com­
mittee on Naval Affairs. 

H. R. 13374, the appropriation bill for 
the Navy for the year ending June 30, 1924, 
was debated in th e House. Thi s bill pro­
vides 86,000 men and carries an appropria­
t ion of $325,000,000 or $18,000,099 less than 
was carried last year. 

SHIP SuBSIDY: H. R. 12817, the Admin­
istration Ship Subsidy Bill, was reported 
favorably in the Senate by the Committee 
on Commerce. This bill has passed the 
Honse. The major part of th e week in 
the Senate has been taken up by the debate 
on this bill. 

\V AR GHAFT: RepresentatiYe Knutson 
announced on the floot· of tl1e Honse he 
had been informed that eighty-five per 
cent of ihe documen!ary evidence upon 
which convictions could be had in the war 
graft cases had been destroyed. He de­
clined to revea-l the source of hi s informa­
tion. 

President Harding signed the Fish Bill, 
H. R. 8062, as amended by the Senate. 
This provides an increase for nurses from 
$20 to $50 a month for disabled veterans 
who have lost their sight or both arms or 
both legs. 

AMEHICANISM: The Department of Jus­
tice records in the case of Ricardo Flores 
Magon, ''political prisoner" were inserted 
in the Congressional Record by Repre­
sentative Lineberger of California, a le­
gionnaire. Representative Huddleston of 
Alabama made an address in the House 
defending Magon, who died recently m 
the Federal Prison at Leavenworth .. 

DrSABdD MEN : H. R. 13499 was intro­
duced in the House and referred to the 
Committee on Interstate and Foreign Com­
merce. This bill provides that the time 
for obtaining certificates of discharge shall 
be extended to August 9, 1926. 

H. R. 13492 was introduced in the House 
and referred to the Committee on Inter-

state and Foreign Commerce. This bill 
provides financial assistance to cli sablecl men 
in establishing them on self sustaining 
farms. 

H. R. 13520 was introduced in the House 
to amend sections 404 and 408 of the 
vVar Risk Insurance Act, and referred to 
the Committe~ on Interstate and Foreign 
Commerce. It proposes to extend the 
time limit in which government term 
insurance · can be converted to i\1Iarch 
3, 1931, and also provides that where a 
veteran is "indigent" his insurance may 
be reinsta-ted and the lapsed premiums de­
ducted from the face value of hi s poli cy. 

FINANCE: The House debated the join t 
resolutions providing fot· a constitutional 
amendment prohibiting the issuance of tax 
exempt securities under certain circum­
stances. In connection with this it was 
announced that stock dividends had been 
issued during the past year totalling 
$1,500,000,000. 

boiiGRATJON : S. Res. 384 was intro­
duced in the Senate and referred to the 
Committee on Immigration. This provides 
for the appointment of a special senatorial 
committee to investigate the immigration 
situation with r espect to the labor supply. 

H . R. 13316 conammg the appropriation 
for the Departments of Commerce and 
Labor was passed by the Senate. 

H. J. Res. 279 passed by the Senate, per­
mits certain aliens to remain in the United 
States who were admitted temporarily 
under bonds in excess of the quotas al­
lowed by law. 

LA!\D: H. ]. Res. 180 was passed by the 
Senate. It allows credit for military serv­
ice and preferred right of entry after 
opening of land for U. S. citizens who 
served with the allied armies during the 
World War. 

The Congress adjourned from Saturday, 
December 23rd to \Vednesday, December 
27th, for Christmas. Practically the entire 
session of the Senate during the week has 
been devoted to debate on the proposed 
Borah amendment to the Na·val Appropria,­
tion (H. R. 13374) which has passed the 
House and is before the Senate for passage. 
This provides for an economic conference 
with the European nations and a further 
conference to consider the limitation of 
seacraft under ten thousand tons, a-nd 
limitation of aircraft. A conference on 
the seacraft and aircraft limitation, was 
provided in an amendment adopted by the 
House. 

Senator Reed of Missouri proposed an 
amendment to the Borah amendment, pro­
viding that the one thousand American 

troops on the Rhin e be returned to A mer­
ica immediately. 

President Harding wrote a letter to 
Senator Lodge disapproving the adc\ption 
of the proposed Borah amendment. 

:brEHICAN LEGION: The Annual Report 
of the American Legion for 1922 was tran s­
mit ted to the Speaker of the House of 
Representatives and referred to the Com­
mittee on t'he Judiciary. This report de­
tails the ac tiYities and accomplishments of 
the Legion during the past year. 

:\DJOL' K:\ ~tE:'\T: The Congress adjourned 
from December 23rd to Decembet· 27th, 
over Christmas. 

DIS.\BLED :\It:--: : H. R. 11040 was ap­
proved by the President. This provides 
for the sale of the old marine hospital at 
Cleveland. 

H. R. 135 "·as introduced by R epre-
sentative \Yu rzbaclt in the House. This 
provides hospital and dispensary trea t­
ment for all disabled nterans of th e U. S. 
Vetera-ns ' Bureau. 

IMMIGRATIO:'\: H. ]. Res. 279 was ap­
proved by th e President. This bill pro­
vides for the ent r ' into this country of 
certain aliens who had been admitted tem ­
porarily in excess of the quotas allowed 
their countries under the Three P er Cent 
Immigration La\\·. 

H . ]. Res. -116 was introduced to prov ide 
for immigration in excess of the three 
per cent quotas for persons in clish·e s;; 
in th e Near E ast. R epresentative Johnson 
of vVa·shington, a Legionnaire, and Chair­
man of the H ouse Commit tee of Immigra­
tion, stated that the enactment of this bill 
would allo,,· about ten thousand Near East 
refugees to come 10 their relatives in this 
country. 

S. 4222 wa s introduced to amend "An 
act to limit the immigrat ion of a liens into 
tbe United States" approved May 19, 1921. 

INTERIOR DtP.\RDIEXT : H. R. 13559, the 
Interior Department Appropriation Bill, 
was introduced in the House. Tbi s also 
provides appropriations for Indian affairs, 
which was the chief subject of debate. 

MILIT·ARY AFFAIRS: S. 4233 was intro­
duced in the Senate to promote ~officers 
having conspicuously superior military re­
cords, and sent to the Committee 0 11 Mili­
tary Affairs . 

LAND: H. J. Res. 180, which ha,; been 
passed by both the House and the Senate, 
was forwa-rded to the President fot· his 
approval. This bill provides credit for

Guard), 79th, 80, and 83rd divisions. Vir­
ginia in the 29th (Nat!. Guard) and 80th 
( Kat!. A rmy ) and V/est Virginia in the 
38th (Nat!. Guard) and 80th (~at!. 
.Army ). From time of organization of 
divisions to entering line and serv ice as 
active combat Di vision th e 20th stands 4th, 
79th-16th, 80th- 17th, and 29th in 20th place. 
In kilometers advanced against enemy by 
each division the 80th stand s seventh with 
38 kil. or 4.86 per cent, 26th Div. in 8th 
place with 37 kil. or 4.73 per cent, 79 Div.

In the number 
of prisoners ca ptured by each division, the 
26th Di vision holds sixth place, the 29th 
Divi sion 12th, the 80th 15th, and the 79th 
18th place. In casual t ies suffered by each 
di vision the 26th is in 6th place, the 79th in 
19th, the 80th in 20th , and the 29th in 22nd 
place. 

\\ 'bil e we a re quoting statistics a few 
ext racts of da tes from the \Var Diary of 
The Three Hundred Fifteenth Field Artil ­
lery, the offi cial narra tive of operations, 
covering t he period from September 18th, 
1918 to May 7th, 1919, will not be amiss. 

On September 25th, 1918, the strength 
of t he command was 62 officers, 1465 men. 
Th e attack started at 5 :30 hours on the 
morning of September 26th. The 1st and 
2nd battalions positions were located off 
the road from Bethincourt to Garcourt, 
behind Hill 281, and the 3rd Battalion o ff 
the Bethinconrt-Cui sy road (7161 ) . No­
Yember 11th fi nds the Command located as 
follows : The first and second batta lions 
took ~p positions two kilometers South 
and East of Mouzay at Cha teau Charmoi s, 
at 9070 and 8772 and the third batta li on 
close by at 8575, the Regtl. P. C. at Mou­
zay. The strength of the command "·as 
51 officer s, 1207 men, which was a loss of 
11 officers and 258 enlisted men. \\ 'e now 
skip over to Chri stmas, 1918. \Ve were 
at Ravieres, Aisy and Etivey (Yonne). 
The command had 43 officers, 1033 men. 
\'V eather fair and cold, good roads and 
health. Half-holiday declared until Jan­
nary 1st. Christmas Tree celebration for 
children in Ravieres. Distributed 400 pres­
ents, donations for which were given by 
the officers and enlisted men billeted in 
Ravieres. Lt. McDonald left on DS at 
Army Gas School. In contrast we turn 
back to the clay of October 6th, 1918, and

It contained a rider author­
izing the President to ' call an internationa-l 
naval di sarmament conference affec ting 
boats under ten thousand tons, and air­
craft. 
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PENSIONS: The Senate agreed to the Con­
ference Report on S. 3275, the P ension 
Bill, which automatically increases Civil 
Wat· pensions from $50 to $72 a month, 
and for widows of Civil vVar Yetcrans 
from $30 to $50 a month.

Division's activities during this particular 
period. 

Criticism· may be directed against the 
number of chapters proposed, yet we wish 
to urge the advantages of a series of short 
chapters over a limited number of more 
lengthy divisions. Adherence to the for­
mer should faci litate the task of the com­
pilers, as well as permit them a freer range 
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111 the treatment of local episodes and in 
according proper recognition to the activi­
ties of individual elements and units. A 
chapter comparatively brief will, further­
more, permit the employment of more dis­
tinctive captions and of titles directly 
applicable to the narrative under discus­
sion. Such chapters are· likewise usually 
preferable from the viewpoint of the reader, 
since in t'he event appropriate headings are 
utilized they serve to draw attention to 
important eYents and occurrences and ex­
pedite the locati on of particular incidents. 

Tt should be remember·cd tl1at the cap­
tions employed in the outline are merely 
suggestive and are not designed for per­
manent retention, unless considered prac­
ticable. v\Te wish to call attention, llOW­
e\"er, to the importance of using title in­
terpretative of the text, a nd it shou ld be 
observed that the heads suggested ha,·e 
been chosen with the object of providing 
a series of progressive chapters, which, 
when taken- as a unit, supply a logical and 
systematic plan of history. 

Altct1tion is further invited to the ne­
cessity for avoiding chapter cap_tions that 
"·ould unduly emphasize or single out the 
work of individual units or organizations. 
The sole exceptions to this rule will be 
noted in Chapters VIII, XXIV and XXV J, 
\\"hich are descriptive of the Arti llery Bri­
gade and Engineer Regiment of the Di­
vision. These have been cons idered essen­
tial in view of these organization s' com­
parative isolation from the remainder of 
the Division during important peri ods of 
training in France and subsequen t com­
bat operations, and it is believed that such 
treatment will be decided preferable to the 
alternative of devoting a separate section 
of the history to an account of the Artil- · 
lery Brigade. The three chapters indi­
cated can be made io merge with the gen­
eral scheme, thus avoiding an interrup-

. tion in the orderly sequence and yet suf­
ficing to relate the full story of the Arti l­
lery Brigade and Engineer Regiment while 
separated from the remainder of the divi­
swn.

Now, however, that the bulk 
of source material has been assembled and 
a competent staff of editorial worl.<ers se­
cured, the undertaking may properly be 
said to be entering upon its second and 
most important phase-that involving the 
preparation of the narrative and text. The 
third, and fina l, phase of the project em­
braces publication and distribution of the 
volume, and this ultimate objective cannot 
be successfully achieved until the previous 
steps have progressed satisfactorily. 

Much additional valuable data and ma­
terial has been received and fi led during 
the pa·st month, including several missing 
unit histories, various copies of general 
and field orders-both Divisional and Reg­
imental-photographic lists , statistical sum­
maries and simi lar matter.

In 
the eYent it is proposed to gratuituously do­
nate a copy of the \·olume to each member 
of the Divis.ion, it appe'ars, from the best in­
formation a \·ailable, rhat at least the sum 
of $50,000 \Yill be required for this purpose.

accomplishm ent of the undertaking, will be 
held in \~iash ington late in January, when 
it is expected that numerous outs tanding 
details will be definitely settled. This is 
a proposition \vhich wi ll require the full 
strength and support of the Division to 
put across, and it is urged that all who 
are interested a ttend the approaching meet­
mg 111 \Vashington and extend the Asso­
ciation the benef-it of their presence and 
views.

Hunt. The !60th Brigade was followed 
by the 314th l\Iachine Gu n Battalion . 
. The 159th Brigade, comm anded by Bri­
gadier General C. S. Farnsworth, and 
depleted by th e absence of the 317th In­
fa ntry, came next, the 318th Infantry, led 
by Colonel B. H. Wells, doing the honors 
for the Brigade. This Regiment was fol­
lowed by the 313th Machine Gun Battalion. 
Each of the two Machine Gun Battalions 
ca rried their rapid-tire arms. 
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The Li.'ith L;ield . \rt illery Brigade was 
next to pass iu re,·ie,,·, the 313th Regiment 
leading, followed, respectively, by the 314th 
and 313th Regiments. The 305th Engi­
neers, Divisional Trains, and other com­
mands, preceded the elements of the Depot 
Brigade, wbich follow ed in command of 
Brigadier General Hall.

camp. He expressed regret that the 'bart­
ness of time precl uded his observing the 
Division at its training. 

A.t 4:50 o'clock, the \ Va r Secretary and 
General Biddle c li mbed into a staff car and, 
accompanied by Ca pta ins Dobie and T erry, 
left for Petersbu rg, and the firs t review of 
the 80th Division passed into histo ry.
