If you don't 
understand th e words, 
then this typewriter is 
at liberty to speak 
freely. vVhen you re­
ceived the folder an­
nouncing the Fifth 

Annual Reunion of the "80th," you could 
hardly have missed the words. The gentle­
man and his drum was a familiar sight to 
most of, us in the villages of France, es­
pecially after the Armistice, but the only 
objectionable feature about our good friend, 
the news heralder, was that his news was 
just about as "clear as mud" to most of us, 
but nevertheless, that seemed to cover the 
ground at the time. vVell, anyway, the 
place is-Pittsburgh, and the time August 
27th to 31st, every second of it. 

On your entry into Pittsburgh, the work­
shop of the world, you wi ll be greet-
ed first by those indispensible 
"scouts," who will be well posted. 
on information regarding locations 
of hotels, the Reunion Headquarters, 
etc. Reunion Headquarters will be 
at Moose Temple, in the heart of 
the downtown section. It would be 
advisable to 1·egister the very first 
thing and you will enjoy th e "wash 
after thf' iourney" all the more. Bea r 
in mind always that this Reunion is 
staged for your special benefit, and 
buddies you may have living in 
Pittsburgh can easily be gotten in 
touch with. Headquarters will be 
at your service to make your visi"t 
just as pleasant as possible. 

many occasions how one does no t even vis­
it the points of interest in his own city). 
A brief history of th e Block House might 
be given as follows: 

"In December, 1753, \ i\lashington was sent 
by Governor Dinwiddie, of Virginia, to 
Fort Le Boeuf on French Creek, to protest 
against the French occupation of lands 
claimed by the English. In his report he 
recommended that a fo rt be built at the 
"Forks of the Ohio." Captain William 
Trent was accordingly detail ed for that 
work He began to build, but left th e 
work in charge of Ensign ·ward with forty 
men. They had not progressed very far 
when they were surprised by the French 
and Indians, who came down the Alle­
gheny in bateaux and canoes. \Yard at 
once su rrendered to this superior force and 
was allowed to depart wi th a ll his men. 
Fort Duquesne was then built. In 1755, 
Braddock, at the head of about two thou­
sand two hundred men, was dispatched to 

regain this important point. Everyone is 
familiar wi th the disas: ~ous end of this ex­
pedition, and for abou three years longer 
the French held quiet po session of Fort 
Duquesne and the ''For~s oi the Ohio." In 
1758, General Forbe ,·as sent from Eng­
land to make another a empr. This was 
successful. At the ap_ roach of Forbes, 
the French blew up the io~ ifications and 
retreated, some down :he Ohio, others up 
the All egheny. About a year after this 
Fo rt Pitt was begun. This Fort occupied 
the ground where the Duquesne Freight 
Station now stand . whi:e all between 
Liberty street and the _-\Eegheny River 
from the P oint to Third s:~eet. was en­
closed by a stockade, and suro nded by a 
moat. It was a· subs an ia: building, con­
structed in Flemish bond at an enormous 
cost to the British Go\·ernmem. In 1763, 
Colonel Henry Bouquet was _en t to sup­
press th e Indians, who had i or"TTed a con­
spiracy under Pontiac and were carrying 

death and destruc ion :n e\·ery di­
rection. It ,,·as a tius time that 
the little Redoubt kno,,· as the Block 
House, ,,·as built. Colonel Bouquet 
found that the moat v·a< perfectly 
dry when the ri ,·er \Yas Jo,,·, so that 
the Indians could era,,·] up the ditch 
and shoot any guard or soldier \}'ho 
might show his head aboYe the para­
pet. T o prevent this, Colonel Bou­
quet ordered the erection of this 
Block House, which completely com­
manded the moat on th e Allegheny 
River side of the Fort. There were 
two underground passages, one con­
necting it with the Fort and the other 
leadi ng to the ::\Ionongahela RiYer. 
1 t is now not on ly all that remains 
of Fort Pitt, but the only existing 
monument of British occupancy in 
this region. After the Fort was 
abandoned, the property passed 
through various hands until purchas­
ed in 1805 by General James O'Hara. 
At his death in 1819, it passed to 
his daughter, ::\Iary, afterwards Mrs. 
\ l\lilliam Crogan; at her death it be­
came the property of her daughter, 
Mrs . ::\Jar); E. Schenley, who in 1894, 
presented the property to the Daugh­
ters of the American Revolution of 
All egheny County." 

-o one who has ever seen the real 
Pittsburgh has departed from our 
midst with other than an excellent 
impression. It is an industrial city, 
yes, in fact the greatest in the coun­
try, but it has also many other vir­
tues, and it >von't take you long to 
pick th em out. Pittsburgh is known 
for its war mhospitality-very much 
so. A recent Southern visitor wa 
heard to remark, "I never had a bet­
ter time in my life." It will be 
worth your whi le to pay a· visit to 
P ittsburgh's G!dest historical point 
of interest, The Block House, locat­
ed on Penn Avenue, at the conflu­
ence of the Allegheny, Mononga­
hela and Ohio Rivers. This sug­
gestion also applies to Pittsburgh bud­
dies as well as ti1ose from out of 
town..

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Pittsburgh, the Convention City 
also be a smoker for the Blue Ridge 
veterans and an old time A. E. F. show 
atop the Moose Temple Roof and a band 
concert in the Auditorium. Not bad for 
a start, what? If you have only half an 
eye for beauty, you will not overlook visit­
ing Pittsburgh's two very large natural 
parks, High land Park and Schenley Park, 
covering hundreds of acres, and the nice 
thing about it, too, it's right within the 
city proper. 

On Thursday, August 28th, there will be 
a preliminary business session at Reunion 
Headquarters, Moose Temple. Being an 
important part of the organization, you will 
want to acquaint yourself with the busi­
ness end of the "Biue Ridge." There will 
be sightseeing trips to the iron and steel 
industries and also a visit to the home of 
the World Famous 57. At this latter 
place you will not only be able to see how 
things are done, but following out Pitts­
burgh hospitality, they dine you as well, 
as their guest. A tour of Carnegie Muse­
um and Art Gallery, which by the way is 
among the finest in the world, is also 
scheduled. In the afternoon, the Pitts­
burgh "Pirates" play · the Cincinnati "Reds" 
(National League) at Forbes Field, and 
if you're a fan, you'll find yourself in the 
grandstand. Then after a busy day, and 
you have a few ounces of pep stored away, 
you'll find yourself at the Midnight Frolic, 
a-la-A. E. F., atop the Moose Temple Roof. 

The initial feature of the program for 
Friday, August 29th, is the business session 
at Reunion Headquarters, Moose Temple. 
To insure your attending this meeting, it 
would be advisable that you tear yourself 
away from the Midnight Frolic sometime 

before breakfast. Of course it's un­
fortunate that you have to spend any time 
in sleep at all during this Reunion, but Old 
Mother Nature will be served nevertheless. 
A specially conducted tour of the city by 
street cars through the many miles of 
beautiful. streets is also part of the day's 
enjoyment. The cars operated by the rail­
ways company are second to none in the 
U . S. for comfort, appearance and con­
venience.

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Back to France in 1928? Oui! 
Wherein the Writer Suggests a Pilgrimage 

Old Haunts of the Blue Ridgers 
and Reunion 

"Over There" 
Amid the

"Back to France in 
1928 ?" you say. Yes, 
why not? A whole 
host of perfectly logi­
cal reasons present 
themselves to clinch 
the argument. And in 
ad diti on to the multi­
tude appealing to all 
Blue Ridgers in gen­

eral, each and every mother's son of us 
will doubtless be able upon a moment' s 
notice to muster up as many excuses for 
wishing to revisit "Sunny, Muddy France" 
as he did when begging th e top kick to 
save him fr om K. P . duty back in ' 17. 

As th e year 1928 ushers in the next 
grand scramble between Profiteers, Poli­
ticians and Patriots, a decade in the "Home 
Sectior" wi ll have elapsed since Fritzie 
folded hi s tent and stole away-ten years 
filled with the struggles, di sa·ppointments 
and hopes of post bellum existence, during 
wh ich each of us has at one time or an­
other become satiated with the hum- drum 
events of everyday life and yearned for th e 
restrictions, f reedom and friendships of his 
war-time days. Human nature will in­
ev itably assert itself and, sooner or later, 
surprise th e owner into reverting to the 
past, particularly when that past marked 
the most thrilling and eventful chapte r 111 

his career. 
No matter how intensely vve longed to 

re turn to America, no matter how ex­
pectan tly we awai ted the magical clay or 
how enthu siastically we boarded the home­
ward-bound transport, there are few, if 
any, of us who today would not welcome 
with open a rm's an opportunity to return to 
the land and people we were once "fed up" 
on for a brief holiday. \ t\l hether you 
"cussed," cried or smiled when the grim 
realities of war on an alien soil were the 
foremost consid eration and permitted but 
scant time for more pleasant r eflections, 
you have almost certa·inly found yourself 
wishing for a peace-time glimpse of the 
battle-front, the old haunts, the quaint vil­
lages where the town-crier, Madam and her 
cafe, M'am'se ll~ Suzette and her vivacious 
chatter were the rnajo r att racti ons and 
h ~ l pecl while away many long, leaden hours. 
Natural instincts will assert themselves, 
and when a Blue Riclger wants to see for 
himself what has been transpiring "Over 
There" since he has been "Over Here," 
no oth er substitute will ever quite satisfy 
or efface his secret longing. He may have 
"fed the fishes" and prayerfully swore 
"Never again!" each time he crossed the 

pond in '17, ' 18, or ' 19, but the years have 
erased both nau sea and resolutions and 
you dream of the clay when your "stake" 
will permit of a repetition of the trip 
minus pack and "abandon ship" fo rmalities, 
"j ust to show the wife and kids where 
their dad, etc." as the lawful excuse. N'est­
ce pas? Sure it is. 

While a· few of the more favored have 
been able to gratify the wish born of li fe's 
grea t experience-some to be frank ly dis­
appointed and others more than amply re­
paid by their trip and the opportunity to 
take a friendly sip-it remains for those of 
us less smiled upon by fortune to look to 
the future to supply the occasion for re­
newing contact with certain associations, 
insti tutions and acquaintances abruptly 
terminated when we were beginning to feel 
at home in the land of th e poilu. 

As the days and weeks and months flit 
by to merge into years of respectable num­
ber, the A rmis tice of November 11, 1918, 
is relegated farth er and farther into the 
distance and the tenth ann iversary of this 
momentuous event would appear an excel­
lent t ime for fu lfi lling hopes and executing 
resolutions. Just slightly more than four 
year s hence, the interval wi ll pass even 
more rapidly than the years that have gone 
before, but it should suffice fo r many of 
us to salvage enough francs to permit a 
well- earned holiday. 

Shou ld you in the interim be seized with 
an unquenchable thirst and an overwhe lm­
ing impulse that forbids so lengthy a wait, 
the only remedy lies in a passport and 
steamer ticket. The time is auspicuous 
now, yet it wi ll doubtless be even more 
auspicuous by 1928, when political condi­
tions and currency should have attained a 
degree of stabilization not possible to-day. 
Then, too, the future will not be attended 
by perils arising from embarrssing contacts 
between "the wife" and too gullible Ernes­
tines and J acquelines; the poignant bitter­
nesses and sores that often rankled during 
the wa r period wi ll have been softened or 
have •disappeared, leaving only pleasant 
memories and anticipations to predominate. 
T ime has a wonderful way of softening and 
modifying our perspective, and as we turn 
our faces toward Brest or Le Havre four 
or five years hence the movement wi ll be 
marked by a warmth of r ecollections suffi­
cient to pu sh all bard-boiled ruminations 
into the background . vVhatever our in­
dividual thoughts and fee lings concerning 
our French allies during the clays of the 
A. E. F., few can truthfully disclaim a de­
si re to walk again amid the scenes where 

our youth attai ned its heights and mingle 
with the people whom lYe could never quite 
understand. 

The tenth annive rsary oi the _-\rmistice 
wi ll see brought together in revnion fo r the 
ninth time the vete rans of the Blue R idge 
Division . I s it not fitting that we sl1oulcl 
plan now to stage thi s annual gathering o f 
our buddi es on the soil in \\·hich sleep tbe 
brave comrades who cannot come to us and 
upon whi ch we gave forth ou r grea test 
efforts ? The years roll back as memories 
quicken into yeste rd ay and nam es forever 
impressed appea r in YiYi cl panorama upon 
the screen-Brest, Calais. St. X azai re, 
Arras, the An ere, A YeluY, Doulleens, 
Beauqu esne, Souilly, Verdun. Fromervi lle, 
Nantillois, Imecourt, Beth incourt . Buzancy, 
Sommauthe, Yoncq, Ancy-le-Franc, an d a 
whole hos t of others near an d dear to the 
hearts of all membe rs of the " I-.: a t-ro-Van" 
Division. Every kilometre o f our war­
time movements over France is ma rked by 
incidents and ep isodes now cherished, and 
these contacts and experiences to-day hold 
an appeal that refuses to be denied . \\'ho 
does not reca ll the thrill ,,·ith which he 
beheld th e first g limpse of an embattled lane\, 
hi s mixed sensations as he entered the 
line, hi s reception of the Armistice, the 
announcement th at his outfit \Yas hon~e­
ward bound, the sight of Brest after the 
elapse of a year? \t\lith the recollect ion 
of eve ry hi gh light, countless scores of 
intimate, per sonal chapters recur to em­
phasize anew association which, while per­
haps dimmed, can ne1·er be wholly fo rgot­
ten. Events and experiences of a youth­
ful period assume a new and maturity lift­
ing the curtain to peek into a pa st trodden 
with light heart ;mel unseeing eyes . 

vVh en the 80th assembles in fifth annual 
reunion in Pi ttsburgh next month, let us 
di scuss ways an d means for journeying to 
France in 1928, there to renew acquaintance 
with those places and scenes forever not­
able in th e annals of the Blue Ri dge Divi­
sions, and to reconsecrate th at . wonderful 
spirit and comradeship conceived under the 
duress of times and conditions that mold 
men's souls. Let us return to the land 
where we fought and achieved, shed blood 
and enj oyed that communion and unity 
known only by men who have given un­
selfishly and un stintedly of their finest and 
best, where all were weighed and m easured 
by their lives and deeds and not in terms 
of worldly goods acquired at th e price o f 
all riches . 

E ven now, the U. S. Shipping Board, as 
a stimulus to tours of the A. E . F. battle-
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Back to France in 1928? Oui! 
fie lds, is quoting thirty-day trips at excur­

sion rates for the remainder of the season, 

passage both ways on the L eviathan, 
George Washington and other vessels 
·once popular with doughboy ocean-goers 
l1aving been reduced to $275.00. This sum 
includes all necessa ry expenses while in 
France, the time being about equally divid­
ed between sea travel and land. vVith 
such inducements offered , it is a sa fe bet 
to wager th at more than one old-timer will 
pack his ''extras" in hi s ditty-bag, round 
up the necessa ry simoleons and hie himself 
to Hoboken for a four-weeks' holid ay 
among familiar scenes. vVh ether or not 
he overstays his "leave" wi ll depend large­
ly upon the lu re held by cer tai n well-known 
att rac tion s peculiar to the country. 

Several veterans' organizations recently 
have proposed excursions overseas on the 
tenth anniversary of th e A rmistice, and it 
should be possible for the 80th to ar range 
for accomlnoclations fo r a large party of 
B lu e Ricl gcrs on 'advantageous terms. In 
event a sufficient number desi re to mak e 
the trip , a boat ca n be cha rtered for the 
purpose. Upon ar rival every man will, or 
should, fee l sufficiently at home to venture 
to ''pa rley-\·oo Francaise in ze proper way" 

and enjoy himself in a thoroughly creditab le 

manner. The itinerary can be arranged to 

allow the party to visit the 80th Division 

territory and other points as a unit, or 
small groups can be forn1ed to permit in­
dividuals to seek places holding purely 
personal ' appeal. That once much adver­
tised A. E. F. pastime of r iding "les 40 
Hommes et 8 Chevaux" will no longer be 
obligatory, and every ex-buck wi ll fi nd both 
motor cars and first -class compartments 
no longer labeled "For Officers Only," but 
waiting with all clue deference to relieve 
his travel-weary limbs. 

There is but one direct route to the old 
stam ping-ground of the 80th, and that is 
via the Atlantic, now long free from 
enemy "subs" and not so broad as it ap­
peared when traversed in the hectic clays 
of '18. As we reli ve the training days in 
Picarcly and refight the Argonne with our 
comrades during the approaching reunion, 
let us put our heads together and fo rmu­
late ways and means of holding the ninth 
convention "Over There." A few dol­
lars se t aside each month against the clay 
when the veterans of the 80th wi ll again

penses. P erhaps plans can be worked out 
whereby the Division Association can act 
as a receiver and repository of moneys in­
tended for this purpose. A committee can 
be appointed to ascertain the feasibility 
of the under taking and report through the 
co lumns of SERVICE. 

The familiar cry of "Let's Go !" is re­
sounding in our ea rs . Let us heed its 
urge and make of th e ninth annual meet­
ing something more than a· reunion in 
name; let us ca rry back to our sleeping 
buddies and to France the proud message 
that we of the 80th are sti ll "movi ng for­
ward," with eyes to front and heart and 
feet in place. A nd, when th ere, let us give 
tangible testimony to our faith and pride 
by dedicating· a memorial of stone or 
bronze on a Blue Ridge battle-field as our 
t rbiute to the valor of th ose com rades who 
paid the high price exacted by mankind. 
vVhile no eart hly symbol can hope to re­
flect the heritage of their exa mple we can 
and should, show a wo rld too p ro~e to for~ 
get that men who served and sacrificed can 
neYcr forge t the living knowledge of duty 
w·ell done.

Complete Debarkation and Embarkation Statistics and General 
Information for the Blue Ridger Who is Interested in the Pub­

lication of a Complete an9 Authentic Divisional History

Progress upon the 
Division History dur­
ing the past four 
montl1s has not been 
conspicuous for its 
rapidity, yet it has 
been of such a nature 
as to warrant en­
couragement. Evi­
dences of interest and 

cooperation have been increasing and of 
sufficient volume to insure the ultimate 
success of the undertaking. The interval 
since March has been largely devoted to 
checking upon material assembled and per­
fecting arrangements for obtaining out­
lines of units not as· yet adequately covered. 

Among important items of data received 
recently has been a complete digest of all 
orders pertaining to the 80th while on the 
Bristish front and emanating from British 
sources. This matter, which was compiled 
in London and secured through the cour­
tesy of the Army War College, has been 
found unusually comprehensive and pro­
vides an excellent basis for a history of 
the Division during its service in Picardy. 

Another valuable contribution is being 
prepared by Colonel Earl D. Church, 
formerly Chief Ordnance Officer of the 
80th, dealing with the functioning of the 
Ordnance Department in the Meuse­
Argonne operations. Information hereto­
fore unavailable r elating to the Division's 
participation in the Argonne offensive will 
be forthcoming upon completion of the in­
tensive study of this period of the war now 
being made by Capt. Mueller, of the His­
torical Section, General Staff. 

Included among the chapters now in 
course of preparation are narratives of the 
159th Infantry Brigade on the British front 
and descriptive of the embarkation of the 
Division for France. Tables showing in 
detail the name, strength, sailing .diate, 
vessel, etc., have been compiled for every 
unit from the War Department's records. 
These statistics. cove~ing both the embarka­
tion for France and the return to America, 
will be found especially useful in prepar­
ing your adjusted service pay insurance ap­
plication blank, copies of which may be 
secured by request from Headquarters at 
Pittsburgh, Pa. 

The untiring efforts of Miss Ruth M. 
McClelland, "Y" Secretary with the 320th 
Infantry, who has completed records cover-

ing the services of all Y. M. C. A. repre­
sentatives · with the 80th in France, will 
make possible inclusion of materia l unique 
in a Divisional History. 

It has been exceedingly difficult to ob­
tain data conc~rning other than the com­
bat units of the Division, and we must 
deaend largely upon the assistance and 
cooperation of individual members in pro­
perly covering the activities of these organ­
izations. In addition to those listed in the 
February-March number of SERVICE, in­
formation is desired respecting the ad­
vance detachment which preceded the 80th 
overseas and the Postal Detachment. 
Material pertaining to the latter should be 
forwarded direct to Lieut. Clifford A. 
Cutchins, Franklin, Va., formerly Postal Offi­
cer of the Division. A map illustrative of 
the operations of the 155th Field Artillery 
Brigade is yet lacking, although maps for 
th e individual R egiments of the Brigade 
are avai lable. 

Advance subscriptions to the History are 
continuing steadily, a total of 600 copies hav­
ing been subscribed for to date. This num­
ber constitutes more than one-half of the 
goal of 1,000 copies desired prior to the 
Pittsburgh Reunion and the proper r esponse 
from those buddies who have been dilatory 
should enable us to report favorably when 
the Blue Ridgers gather in the "Smokey 
City" the last week in August. Less than 
a month remains before we shall assemble 
for the fifth time and relive the old days 
when the 80th made history. The inter­
val is brief, yet it affords an excellent op­
portunity for doing your bit to contribute 
toward the perpetuation of th at colorful 
year of your life. If comradeship means 
anything, it is worthy of permanent record­
ing and an investment of a few dollars in 
the History of YOUR DIVISIO N. 

In the event your subscription has not 
already been filed, a form for thi s purpose 
will be found in the current issue of SERV­
lCE.

0 N January 19th, 1918, there was a 
soldier at Camp Lee, Va., from 
north of the invisible line, who pro­

posed a fitting celebration of the birthday 
of a beloved soldier south of that line. 
This was done, later, after the memorial 
services of the 80th Division Veterans' 
Association held in connection with the 
First Annual Reunion at Richmond, Va., 
1920, a memorial wreath was placed upon 
the statue of General Robert E. Lee, the 
idol of the South. Tne soldier from 
Camp Lee, stood amidst the brave soldiers 
of his command-sons of other soldiers 
who fought under th e able leadership of 
the illustrious hero to whom tribute was 
being paid-both were great Americans, 
both received their military training in the 
se rvice of our country, each heroic leader 
had engraved his name indelibly and for­
ever in the hearts of his men, it was as 
though one great leader had come to the 
sh rine of the other who had · passed to give 
an account of his stewardship over the 
sons of the other great leader's soldiers. 
Their was a sacred moment of silent trib­
ute, and then, the fine heroic figure of 
General Lloyd M. Brett, U. S. A., snapped 
into full military grandeur and a salute 
crossed the invisible line, it did not stop 
there, it went across the line of the great 
divide to the great leader and his brave 
soldiers of the Civil War. It still trav­
eled, this time penetrating the hearts of 
many who stood in silent respect, and who 
no doubt were touched by the spirit of 
the tribute. The above inci.dent was 
brought forth once more to the attention 
of the Service Legion of Richmond, Va., 
during the recent 5th Annual Luncheon 
and Reunion of the S~rvice Legion held 
in Richmond. General Adelbert Cronkhite, 
who commanded the 80th in France was 
the principle guest of honor, together with 
many other distinguished guests. A reso­
lution of mourning was adopted on the 
death of Woodrow Wilson, and a copy 
sent to Mrs. Wilson.

Cronkhite, formerly commander 

11 ,.,....,.,.,1--, 11 of the Eightieth division, which 
~~=='~ trained for service in the World 
War at Camp Lee, is today being sought 
by Petersburg Post, No. 2, of the Amer­
ican Legion. Petersburg legionnaires, as 
expressed at a meeting in the auditorium 
of the Chamber of Commerce last night, 
are dissatisfied with the summary dismissal 
of the general from military service be­
fore reaching the established age limit and, 
in a resolution presented by Charles Pol­
'tard and unanimously adopted, are request­
ing Senator Carter Glass to exert his best 
efforts to obtain the appointment of a con­
gressional committee for investigation of 

the case. 
A communication was sent this morning 

from the Petersburg Post to State Com­
mander John J . vVicker, Jr., in Richmond, 
asking that the Department of Virginia, 
American Legion, lend its support and in­
fluence toward a probe which will reveal 
the reasons for General Cronkhite's retire­
ment on order by the secretary of war. 
Considerable sentiment in favor of the in­
vestigation has been aroused and strenu­
ous endeavors will be made to obtain def­
inite action. 

Commander Dan S. Hollenga of the 
Petersburg post announced the following 

resolution: 
"WHEREAS, The members of Peters­

burg post, No. 2, the American Legion, 
keenly and emphatically resent the grave 
injustice done and irreparable injury in­
flicted tn the en forced retirement of 
their friend and comrade, the beloved 
and gallant commander of the Eightieth 
division, Major-Genera! Adelbert Cronk­
hite, an officer who has been awarded the 
highest honors by the allied powers for his 
long, brilliant and distingu ished service; 
and, 

" WHEREAS, Such action demands that 
an investigation be made and the true facts 
brought to light and laid before congress, 
in order that justice may be clone, and that 
the great wrong which has been done to a 
brave and honorable soldier-one who has 
earned the gratitude and love of his coun­
try by his faithful and brilliant service­
may be r igh ted ; and, 

"WHER EAS, T he Honorable Ca rter 
Glass, United States senator f rom our own 
state, shocked and disgusted by the action 
in this matter, has freely voiced his inten­
tion to have an investigation made by 
congress in order that justice may be clone, 
wrong redressed and fair play prevail; and, 

WHEREAS, It is deemed absolutely 
essential that this investigation be made at 
once, without further delay, and while the 

facts are new and can be obtained, and 
that further wait and delay might render 
it well nigh impossible to obtain justice in 
this matter; therefore, 

"BE IT RESOLVED by the Petersburg 
post, No. 2, the American Legion, that 
Honorable Carter' Glass, our United States 
senator, be, and he is hereby requested to 
use all means within his power to see that 
an investigation into the enforced retire­
ment of Major-General Adelbert Cronk­
hite be ordered without further delay, at 
this session, and before the adjournment 
of the present congress. 

"BE IT RESOLVED FURTHER, 
That a copy of this resolution be for­
warded to Senator Glass immediately, and 
that a copy hereof be forwarded to our 
congressman from this district, the Hon­
orable P . H. Drewry, with the request that 
he ass ist Senator Glass in the matter 111 

any way that he can." 
It would be within the province of a 

congressional committee to ascertain wheth­
er or not the retirement of General Cronk­
hite was connected in any way with the 
death of his son, Major Alexander P. 
Cronkhite, at Camp Lewis, vVashington, 
late in October, 1918. General Cronkhite 
was overseas when the tragedy occurred. 
On his return he found at V/ashington 
only a brief report, stating tersely that 
Major Cronkhite came to his death by his 
own hand. It was remarked by the gen­
eral as unusual that no details of the death 
were given and, on his own initiative, he 
started an investigation. 

vVork by department of justice agents 
led to the arrest of Captain Rosenbluth and 
Sergeant Pothier, both of whom had been 
under the command of Major Cronkhite 
at Camp Lewis. It was stated that Pothier 
shortly after his arrest confessed to having 
shot Major Cronkhite at the instance of 
Captain Rosenbluth. Later he retracted 
this alleged confession and subsequently is 
asserted to have repeated it. 

The body of Major Cronkhite was ex­
humed at the direction of his father. Ac­
cording to the declaration of examining 
doctors, Major Cronkhite was shot in the 
back of his left shoulder and they ex­
pressed the opinion that it would have 
been impossible for tb e officer to have in­
flicted the bullet wound himself . 

General Cronkhite then set about to fi nd 
the alleged murderer of his son and seek 
possible conviction. It was then that he 
encountered obstacles in the path of his 
personal work irom a series of war de­
partment orders. He was ordered trans­
ferred to the Philippines, without the 
courtesy of being consulted on the matter, 
but succeeded in being placed at Camp 
Stewart, Newport N ews, whence he went 
to the Third Army corps headquarters. 

Though he had not reached the age limit . 
for automatic retirement, General Cronk­
hite was asked to relinquish his office in 
the army. This he declined to do. He 
was then ordered into retirement and his 
app eal for a board of inquiry into the 
dhics and propriety of the action was re­
fu sed. His case rests there. 

The settlement of a matter of jurisdic­
tion in the United States Supreme court 
has reopened trial of the cases of Captain 
Rosenbl uth and Sergeant Pothier in the 
federal court at vVashington, according to 
recent report, and these will probably be 
given hearing in the near future. 

It is the opinion of legionnaires of the 
."doughboys" who served with the Eightieth 
division in France, that General Cronkhite 
has not been accorded just treatment and 
the moYem ent now under way will seek his 
vindication in the enforced retirement.

RESOLUTION S BY 31STH F . A. P. C. 
0:.\1 THE CRONKHITE CASE 

WHEREAS, Af ter due process of law 
and in accordance with our constitution, a 
true bill of indictment for murder was 
found by a Federal Grand Jury, convened 
in T acoma iN ashington, against Roland R . 
Pothier and Robert Rosenbluth for mur­
der of l\fa jor Alexander P . Cronkhite, at 
Camp Lewis, Tacoma, Washington, October 
26th, 1918, and-

WHEREAS, Both of these defendants 
have fought through the courts their 'ex­
tradition to the State of Washington fm­
trial, and extradition was ordered for the 
defendants Pothier by a Federal Judge, in 
the state of Rhode Island, later denied and 
dismissed, while the extradition of defend­
ant Rosenbluth was denied by a commission 
in the State of New York and his bond 
was released, making both defendants free 
men, although charged by a Federal Grand 
Jury with malicious and premeditated mur­
der, and-

WHEREAS, It appears that th e release 
of defendant Rosenbluth was brought 
about largely throngh efforts of an organ­
ization that has caused pressure to be 
brought against some of our public offi­
cials and by stirring up racial prej udice 
through publicity of unauthentic matte r s 
concerning this case. Therefore-

SEIZE POTHIER I N CRO NKHITE 
CASE 

PROVIDENCE, R. I., April 12.-(A. 
P.) -Roland R. Pothier of Central Falls, 
R. I., former Army sergeant, was taken in­
to custody by a United States marshal and 
committed to the Providence County Jail 
to awai t removal to Tacoma, vVash., where 
he is to face trial on a charge of having 
mmdered Maj. Alexander P. Cronkhite at 
Camp Lewis, ·wash., in 1918. 

The a rrest was made on a removal wa r­
rant issued by Federal Judge A rthur L. 
Brown. He will be taken to T acoma next 
week. 

WASHIN GTO N, April 7.-The case of 
Major Alex P . Cronkhite, American A rmy 
officer, who was killed under strange cir­
cumstances at Camp Lewis, \iVash., during 
the World \Var, was ordered re-opened 
today by a decision of the Supre1;1e Court. 

The decision directs that Sergeant R o­
land R. Frothier, self-confessed slayer of 
the officer, should be returned to th e F ed­
eral court at Seattle fo r trial on a murder 
charge. 

Included in the ord er is Captain R obert 
P. R osenbluth, who was implicated in 
P othier 's confession, and mu st also face 
trial in the Seattle court. 

FATHER vVINS DECISION 
The decision ends a long fight by Major 

General A delbert Cronkhite, fathe r of the 
dead officer, to obtain a hearing in court 
of the facts connected wi th the cr ime. 

Separa te .t r ials for R oland H . Pothier and 
Robert Rosenbluth, charged with the mur­
der of :ti'Iaj. Alexander Cronkhite at Camp 
Lewis in 1918, were granted by Judge E. 
E. Cushman in federal court yesterday. 

James H . Osborne, special government 
prosecutor declar ed if joint trials were 
ordered he would dismiss the indictment 
against Rosenbluth, try Pothier and then 
seck a new indictment for Rosenbluth. 

Pothier's t rial \Yill start Sept. 30, and that 

of Rosenbluth immediately thereafter. 
Attorneys for Rosenbluth and Pothier 

fi led a long list o f witnesses they desire 
brought here. Among witnesses named for 
Rosenbluth were Secretary of vVar Weeks, 
Secretary of Commerce Hoover, Former 
Attorney . General Daugherty, William J. 
Burns and former Senator \V. M. Calder 
of New York. 

L . L. Thompson, former \1'/ ashington 
state attorney general and attorney for 
Rosenbluth, told J uclge Cushman those wit­
nesses were desired to prove a conspiracy 
against Rosenbluth on the part of the prose­
cution. 

Character witnesses asked for Rosen­
bluth, incl uded Julius H. Barnes, Clifford 
R. Peters, state fores ter. of New York; 
Prof . Charles W. Cobb of Amherst col­
lege ; Gov . Cliffo rd Pinchot of Pennsyl­
vania, and James A . Foley, surrogate of 
New York.

The Bombers & Sappers Section, or 
commonly known as the L. T. M. B. was 
formed in January 1918, with Lt. Matthai 
in command. 

The personnel of the original outfit was 
composed of members of Hdqs. Co, but 
later on men from some of the other com­
panies of the regiment were transferred to 
Hdqs. Co., and placed in the trench mortar 
section. While in camp the outfit built one 
trench mortar emplacement, and had started 
work on two more emplacements, both of 
which were located in the divisional trench 
system when we left for France. In France 
we spent about three weeks at the 3rd 
Corps School (British) located near Sa­
mer, later on (in Aug.) we spent one week 
on the range near Cayeux. While on the 
British front at Douchy we were attached 
to the 6th. L. T. M. B. (British ). The 
outf1t was equipped with six 3" Stokes 
Mortars, an English gun, or as commonly 
called by the gang, "Stovepipe." 

We joined the division at Chatillon­
sur-Seine and were with them during the 
rest of our service in France. 

The above photo was taken at Camp Lee 
on March 14, 1918, by Newman and shows 
most of the original members.

A book in the Carnegie Library of Pitts­
burgh which is of interest to many is "Ser­
geant York and His People," by S. K 
Cowan. Alvin York was born in a cabin 
on December 13, 1887, at Pall Pall, Tenn., 
forty-eight miles from the railroad, and 
here he spent his life. Here he returned 
after the war, leaving the world and its 
offers behind him. In this "Valley of the 
Three Forks o' the \Volf ," there are no 
labor problems. They all recognize the 
eight hour shift-"eight hours agin dinner 
and eight hours after hit; ef hit don't 
rain." 

A college professor tells us that he would 
rather hear a boy say "I seed" when he 
had really seen something than to hear 
a boy say "I saw" when he had not seen 
it. Alvin evidently "seed" at lot, even if 
his schooling had been of the most limited 
description. 

Pastor Pile, of the little Church of 
Christ in Christian Union, in which Alvin 
York was an elder, tried to keep York 
from going to the war, holding that the 
tenets of his church were again all wars. 
But the soldier himself would make no 
such plea. \Vhen York left his farm, 
where he had been "working from can't 
see to can't see," he carried with him a 
small red cloth-covered memorandum book 
which was to be his diary. He painstak­
ingly in ink headed his volume "A History 

of Places Where I Have Been." 
General Pershing, in pinning the Con­

gressional Medal of Honor upon him-the 
hghest award for · valor the United States 
Government bestows--called him the great­
c st civilian soldier of the war. Marshal 
I'och, bestowing the Croix de Guerre with 
Palm upon him, said that York's feat was 
the \\ orl d \Var's most remarkable indi­
v·iclt:al ach ievement. Caught by the enemy 
in ihe coH of a hill in the Forest of Ar­
gonne. York did not run, but sank into the 
bt:shes and, single-handed, fought a batta­
lion of German machine gunners until he 
made them come down the hill to him with 
their hands in the air. There were 132 of 
them left and he marched them, prisoners, 
into the .-\merican line . 

. \ fter his ovations in Europe, York's 
own country strove to do him honor. 
£,-eryvvhere he was received as a victor 
and his i1nancia l opportunities were many. 
He v>:as offered a contract that guaranteed 
hi m $75 ,000 to appear in a moving picture 
pl ;n· that \\Ould be staged in the Argonne 
ic1 Fr;mce and wou ld tell the story of his 
1-- nullain life. There were other proposi­
ti ons. totaliug many thousands. But Alvin 
York refused all these offers and returned 
to hi s nat iv-e state and to his mountain ' 
s wee thea rt. 

Gifts from his friends and admirers he 
accepted in the spirit in which they were 
offered . Fertile acres, a modern model 
home and furnishings, fowls, stock and 
farm implements he received with his na­
t l\'e courtesy, but, after much thinking, 
York asked that no more gifts be made to 
him ; that, instead, the money be contrib­
uted to a fund to build simple primary 
schoo ls throughout the mountain districts 
where there we re no state or county tax 
appropriations available for that purpose. 
The result has been the incorporation of 
the York foundation, a non-profit sharing 
organization that is to build school-houses 
and operate schools. 

"York fought a great fight, declined to 
barter the honors that came to him and, 
using· his new-found strength, reached a 
helping hand to the ch ildren of the moun­
tains who needed him," says Mr. Cowan. 

Many of our boys don't receive the rec­
ognition of their bravery and heroism over 
there but everyone wishes to be acquainted 
with Sergeant York. This book may be 
borrowed from the Library. 

A nyone living in the city who is not a 
member of the Carnegie Library of Pitts­
l)lirgh is invited to take out a card at once. 
The camp li braries were small and inade­
quate in many instances but the resources 
of a library containing more than 500,000 
volumes will be able to supply the books 
needed.

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The accomplishments 
of the Y. M. C. A. 
both in camp and 
overseas during the 
late war were won­
derful. Eliminate from 
camp life th e Y. M. 
C. A. and the prin­
cipal place of recrea­

tion and amusement is gone. Providing 
books, magazines, writing materials, movies, 
and various forms of entertainment in the 
form of boxing bouts, vaudeville, etc., help­
ed to a great extent to keep away the 
feeling of homesickness and monotony that 
threatened at time to overwhelm us. The 
kindly attitude of the secretaries, their will­
ingness to do any and all of us a favor, the 
establishment of Bible Study Classes, and 
other deeds of a similar nature were 
prominent factors also in keeping us in 
good spirits. 

When our government was so busily en­
gaged in transporting troops overseas and 
endeavoring to supply these same troops 
with munitions and food-stuffs, the Y. M. 
C. A. very kindly took over the Canteen 
Service, selling cakes, candy, cigarettes, etc. 
to the troops at a Tery nominal sum, in 
addition to performing their other duties. 

I have frequently heard former soldiers 
state that they never saw any Y. M. C. A. 
men at the front serving hot chocolate to 
the soldiers as we often read in magazines. 
I always try to explain to these same men 
that conditions were different in our case 
than they were in the stories. Most of 
these stories deal with trench war-fa·re and 
the soldiers in the trenches frequently re­
mained in these same trenches for weeks 
at a time, making it very easy to reach 
them with all sorts of supplies. In the 
American Sector, the front line was chang­
ing all the time due to the rapid retreat 
of the Germans in the face of the· Amer­
ican open fighting and it required aU the 
means of transportation at hand to keep 
our troops supplied with munitions and 
necessary articles of food, and it was next 
to impossible to supply them with anything 
other than what was absolutely necessary. 

I recall very distinctly that once when 
we moved from Bavincourt to the trenches 
in the English Sector on the Arras Front, 
the Y. M. C. A. man who was with us at 
this time gathered up all his supply of 

cakes, cigarettes, etc., and moved with us 

to the lines. The company to which I was 
attached was located a short distance from 
the front line trenches in a sunken road 
and the next morning our "Y" man set up 
his counter, ministering to the wants of 
the boys. That night a detail of our com­
pany took some supplies to the front and 
our friend (he was not a young man) 
gathered up some of his store preparatory 
to going to the front with the detail. A 
number of the boys urged him to stay 
there and not ' make the dangerous trip, 
arguing that he might be killed. However 
he insisted on going, stating that his life 
was worth no more than any other man's. 

Men like this helped to give the Y. M. 
C. A. a name that is imperishable and 
deeds like this will not be forgotten by 
the men in 0. D., whom the Y. ::.I. C. A. 
served so faithfully.

The Fayette county com­
missioners \\·ere authorized to. pay $75 each 
for the funeral expenses and send their 
bill to the United States Government.
